• On the grass in parks or other public lands

• A vehicle on the street that has expired registration, 
expired stickers or not  displaying valid plates

Common Parking Mistakes to Avoid

• Only vehicles displaying a valid handicap permit
or plates are authorized to park in a posted
disabled parking stall.

• Vehicles displaying a valid handicap  permit or
plates are exempt from paying for metered stalls
that are posted 30 minutes or more.

• Vehicles may park past the time limit posted on
any street or metered stall if the limit is for 30
minutes or longer.

• Use of the permit does not exempt the vehicle
from any other posted restriction.

• Do not park on the striped portion (access aisle) of
a parking stall reserved for persons with disabilities.

Do Not Park ...
• On the terrace (from

sidewalk to curb)

• Against traffic

• More than 12 inches
from the curb

• At a yellow curb

Time Restricted 
Areas
• Do not park for longer

than the posted time limit
for that stall or block.

• After you have parked
for the allotted time, you
must leave the block
and not park on that
block again that day
during the posted times.
