Photo Affair Rules 
1. Photographers must be at least fifty-five years old. 
2. Photographers must reside in Dane or it’s surrounding counties (Columbia, Dodge, Iowa, Jefferson, Green, Rock or Sauk)
3. Photo Affair is not open to professionals. A professional is defined as someone who relies on income from sold pieces. 
4. Submit up to three photographs for the $25 fee (scholarships available). 
5. No submissions from prior Photo Affairs.
6. Entries must be dropped off on Tuesday, September 17, 9:00 am – 1:00 pm. If you need to make alternative arrangements, it must be prior to this date. Anything dropped off later than September 17, will not be eligible for judging. 
7. Make checks payable to the Madison Senior Center. 
8. Photographs must be originals and ready to hang. 
9. Photographers may sell their work. A ten percent donation to the Madison Senior Center Foundation is expected. All sales are between the photographer and the purchaser.
10. Photographs should reflect the theme of “Aging is Living.”
11. Photo pick-up is on Thursday, November 7, 9:00 am – 1:00 pm.

Judging
There will be at least three independent judges who have professional knowledge and experience. The judges must reach a consensus on all awards except for the "Judge's Choice." Judges’ decisions are final.

a. The photograph should be clean and ready for hanging 
b. Composition/Arrangement 
c. Technical Quality 
d. Relevancy to Photo Affair theme 
e. Creative/Artistic Merit/Originality 
f. Impact
